




the owner of the animal and not under the control of any person and not on
a leash.

13. No person who owns, harbours, or possesses an animal shall allow it,
whether leashed or unleashed, to trespass on private property.

14. Where an animal is impounded, the owner, if known, shall be liable for all
charges and fees in accordance with the Georgina Animal Control fee
schedule and shall pay all such charges and fees on demand to the Animal
Control Officer, whether or not the animal is claimed from the pound.

Responsibilities of Animal Control Officer

15. The Animal Control Officer may seize and impound any animal found
running at large contrary to the provisions of this by-law.

16. An Animal Control Officer may seize and impound any animal found
running at large within the limits of the Town of Whitchurch-Stouffville or
any dog found without a licence contrary to the provisions of this by-law.
Any animal so impounded, if not retrieved by the owner, shall be fed and
watered for a period of not less than five (5) days, excluding the day on
which the animal was impounded and excluding the days that the Shelter is
closed, and if not redeemed at the expiration of the five (5) day period, may
be sold, given to fostering facilities or euthanized.

17. No attempt may be made by any authority to claim or purchase animals for
the purpose of research, not withstanding the provisions of the Animals for
Research Act, R.S.O., 1990 and no animal shall be offered for same for the
purpose of research.

18. During the redemption period set out in Section 16, the owner of an animal
shall be entitled to redeem said animal in accordance with the Georgina
Animal Control fee schedule. No owner shall be entitled to redeem said
dog until a current licence tag is procured for said dog. The owner will be
charged according to the current dog licensing fees.

19. At the discretion of the Animal Control Officer, if an animal is seriously
injured or should be destroyed without delay for humane reasons, or for
safety of persons or animal, the animal shall be destroyed forthwith.

20. If an animal is injured and the services of a veterinary surgeon is secured,
the owner shall not be entitled to redeem the animal unless the charges for
such veterinary surgeon's services are paid, in addition to other charges
provided for in this by-law.

21. An Animal Control Officer shall, within twenty-four (24) hours from the
impounding of any dog/cat, make every reasonable effort to notify the
owner that the dog/cat is impounded and the conditions whereby custody
of the dog/cat may be regained.

22. Any person shall be entitled to take charge of any animal found running at
large and deliver same to an Animal Control Officer or Animal Shelter
during normal operating hours.

23. An animal seized and impounded and suspected of being rabid shall be
held in isolation for at least ten (10) days if ordered by the Regional Health
Authority.



Regulations concerning the Keeping of Certain Animals

24. No person shall keep any of the following animals as domestic pets:

(a) All marsupials (such as kangaroos and opossums);

(b) All Marsupials (such as Kangaroos and Opossums);

(c) All non-human primates (such as gorillas and monkeys);

(d) All felids, except the domestic cat;

(e) All canids, except the domestic dog;

(f) All viverrids (such as mongooses, civets and genets);

(g) All mustelids (such as skunks, weasels, otters, badgers except the
domestic ferret);

(h) All ursids (bears);

(i) All perissodactylus ungulates, except the domestic horse and ass;

U) All artiodactylus ungulates, except the domestic goat, sheep, pig
and COW;

(k) All procyonids (such as raccoons, coatis and cacomistles);

(I) All hyaenas;

(m) All elephants;

(n) All pinnipeds (such as seals, fur Seals and walruses);

(0) All snakes of the families pythonidae and boidae;

(p) All venomous reptiles;

(q) All ratite birds (such as ostriches, rheas and cassowaries);

(r) All diurnan and nocturnal raptors (such as eagles, hawks, owls and
falcons);

(s) All edentates (such as anteaters, sloths and armadillos);

(t) All bats;

(u) All crocodilians (such as alligators and crocodiles); and

(v) All arachnids (such as tarantulas).

25. Examples of animals of a particular prohibited group in Section 24 are
given in parentheses. They are examples only and shall not be construed
as limiting the generality of the group.

26. Section 24 and 25 by-law applies within the entire geographic area of the
Town of Whitchurch-Stouffville except in the following locations:

a) any animal shelter operated by or under the auspices of any
government or governmental agency; and



b) any hospital or health care facility operated by or under the auspices
of any government or governmental agency where such animal is
used for the purpose of medical testing or experimentation; and

c) any lands or premises maintained under the auspices or supervision
of the Ontario Society for the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals.

Repeal and Effective Date

27. This by-law shall come into force and effect on x, at which time By-laws
number 90-206 and 2005-209-L1 are hereby repealed.
