OUR LOCATION 
 

The WHITCHURCH-STOUFFVILLE MUSEUM is 
located at 14732 Woodbine Avenue in the hamlet of 
Vandorf, 3 kms north of Bloomington Road.  The five 
buildings on site include two century schoolhouses, 
a log cabin, a barn, and a farmhouse restored to the 
1880 period.  The adjacent Vandorf Park provides 
excellent picnic and playground facilities for classes  
spending the day at the Museum.   
(Indoor eating facilities are also available.)
